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As one contempla t e s the weel~ s , st r etching into months , of 

demonstrations, rioting, looting, orson and carnage , that have 

Bpread to every major c~ntre in South Africa in t he aftermath of 

th~ Afrikaans-in-schools issue that erupted in Soweto in June 1976, 

one is filled with great sadness, and a sense of deja vu. The 

proximata cause of the whole affair wa n the issue as to whether 

certain subjects in th~ Black high schools of the So~eto complex 

should be taught in Afrika.!ln s . The teachers, the p£<rents, the 

Sc'hool Boards and th~ pupil o th~msel ves were adamantly a . .ga.inst it. 

I n ~pit~ o~ r epeated warnings in tha plainest terms of the rent-up 

emotions and frustra tiona tha t \-;ere bu,ilding up 1 the authorities 

persiste d in an attitude that can only be desaibed as mulish ~yopia. 

Eventually they had to make the conce~sion under duress, the very 

~ituation they were intent on avoiding at all costs. Their 

~ttitude wes all th9 more remarkable in vi ew of the prominence in 

the Volkmemory given tc ths enforced use of Engli ~h in all Trans vaal 

schools during the Miln er di spensation. 

One must concede to the Establishment th~ point that there was a 

great deal more to the situation than tho sc~ool language i ssue. 

A timaoua and graceful ret r eat on thi s front would undoubtedly have 

defused the immediate caus us belli, but one concess ion in isolation 

no more heralds the arrival of th~ millcn ium than one swallow 

announces summer . The ~n~erlying cause s of deep~r discont ent , of 

a r e still there . Nobody supposes for a mo~ent, by way of an~logy, 
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Eo3ton, the7 could have averted t he American Revolution, unless 

the m::~ jo r u ... "! derlyi!lg grievance , no taxation without repr esentation, 

had be~n r~moved atep b:r step in an ordf.: rly and evdlu t icna ry 

fas~ion.

It can al~o be conceded that there are undoubtedly provocateurs 

only too anxious to fi sh in what ever troubled waters are available. 

In all probability some o f these agitators hav a Communist or at 

l east Harxist connections . To conclude from this, ho·.1ever, that 

granting any concess ionfi i s playing right into the hands of the 

Com:nu'!'li!';ts, ard that -the policies of th <'! pre sent r egime ar~ our 

strongest bulvark agains t th~ Bolsheviks ia to be guilty of a 

gig~ntic nons equitur. I~agi~e f or a moment, if only imsgi~~tion 

can ~tretch that far, a series of cataclysms in Russia and China 

that leads within six months to th~ e~tablishm~nt of govern~enta
